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SPD (Summary Plan Description)

Effective September 1, 2010

Eligible Dependents

All references to the “Eligible dependents” and “unmarried child(ren)” on page 6 and elsewhere, of the Summary Plan Description, April 1, 2010 are amended to the following:


The coverage extended to adult children will no longer be based on full time student status.  Coverage will now be offered to adult children until age 26 even if the adult children no longer live with their parents, are not dependents on their parent’s tax return, or are no longer full time students. This rule applies to both married and unmarried children, although their spouses and children do not qualify for coverage.*
*  Because this law was only intended for Medical coverage, ancillary carriers do not have to honor it.  The NBBE carriers have all agreed to honor the change; however, MetLife has 2 caveats.  MetLife can not cover married dependents, nor remove residency requirements. This is due to compliance as they are not filed contractually to allow this.  True dependent students do not have to reside with the subscriber but all other adult children must reside with the subscriber.
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
